4. Write 5 words to describe the chocolate monster! 
	Rhyming words
If you need to, listen to the story of The Chocolate Monster again. 

Can you find and write 10 rhyming couplets in the story? 

Here is an example:
Warning and morning 
Reward and hoard

What do you notice about where the rhyming words are? (A. They are at the end of every second and fourth line!)

	Adjectives
In our story there are lots of adjectives (describing words) to describe what Chunk the chocolate monster looks like and what he is like. 

Can you find at least 5 adjectives to describe Chunk e.g. his hands and feet are huge! Once you have found at least 5 adjectives, use them to draw a picture of Chunk! Your picture must match the description of him from the adjectives you have found. 

Extra challenge – can you label your picture of Chunk with the adjectives you found? E.g. huge hands and feet. 
	Wanted poster
Create a wanted poster for Chunk the chocolate monster! Your wanted poster will need to include:
· A drawing of Chunk the Chocolate Monster
· ‘WANTED’ written in big letters!
· Why Chunk the chocolate monster is wanted (for stealing all the chocolate)
· A reward for his capture (one hundred thousand chocolate bars)
