New Reading Books Coming Home





As you will be aware, we started a new phonics reading scheme in September called ‘Read Write Inc.’ A letter was sent home earlier this term to let you know about this and also to alert you to the fact that the children will soon be bringing home a Read Write Inc. reading book. 





The children are taught in different groups across the school and as such they will be bringing books home on different days. It is very important that the children bring these books to school every day in their book bags as they are used as an essential part of the daily phonics teaching.





Your child will still be bringing two books home; one of these will be a Read, Write Inc. book that they should read to you.  This is a book they have already read in school with a teacher and is designed to build decoding, fluency and comprehension skills. The additional book may be an Oxford Reading Tree book or a picture book and is to be shared or read to your child.





Paying for lost books





We understand that accidents do happen, and sometimes books are lost, but we need to replace each damaged or lost book as they form the core of our phonics teaching scheme. In such circumstances, please inform the School Office about the name of the book, which has been lost/damaged, and pay £5.00 to cover the cost of a replacement book.





The children are so enthusiastic about their new reading lessons and we hope that they will love reading these books to you at home.  Thank you for your continued support.
